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DAY 1

Drive to Cape Jervis on the Fleurieu Peninsula to
catch the Sealink vehicle and passenger ferry to
Kangaroo Island (www.sealink.com.au). You can
bring your vehicle* from the mainland by ferry or
you can hire a vehicle in Kingscote, Penneshaw
or at the airport. Once you have landed at
Penneshaw, drive to Seal Bay Conversation Park
on the southern coast. Here, guided tours on

the beach ensure the closest possible encounter
with the sea-lions that live in this colony. Visit the
caves at Kelly Hill Conservation Park, and then the
dramatic coastal formations of Remarkable Rocks
and Admirals Arch in Flinders Chase National
Park. This park is a haven for wildlife, and offers
numerous walking trails.

There is a huge range of accommodation on the
Island. Stay at the Kangaroo Island Wilderness
Retreat or Caravan Park close to Flinders

Chase, or head back to the main centres of
Kingscote, American River or Penneshaw. There s
a huge range of self-contained and hosted
accommodation with stunning coastal and bush
locations across the Island.

If you spend the night near Penneshaw or
Kingscote, make sure you join a dusk tour to
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see the Little Penguins as they return from a day
shing at sea.

DAY 2

This morning, head along the picturesque North
Coast Road (unsealed) to explore the beautiful
secluded northern beaches, such as Emu Bay,
Stokes Bay and Western River Cove. At Stokes
Bay, Wind in the Wings Gallery is a great morning
tea stop. Drive through the centre of the Island,
and stop in at one of the many tasty food, wine
and produce outlets to discover the Island s
bounty including honey from the world s only pure
Liguarian bees, ne sheeps milk cheeses and
yoghurt, eucalyptus oil, lavender products, wine
and southern rock lobster, marron and king crabs.
