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CLARE VALLEY + 
FLINDERS RANGES

The Flinders Ranges is one of the oldest 

landscapes on earth with dramatic mountain 

ranges, peaceful tree-lined gorges and, after 

seasonal rainfall, brilliant splashes of wild�owers 

on a red soil carpet. You don�t need a 4WD but 

it�s worth remembering that numerous 4WD tour 

operators can take you to more remote and wild 

places that are often on private land.

DAY 1
Historic towns, sweeping farmland and the world-

famous Clare Valley vineyards combine to make 

a region that�s ideal for a relaxing getaway. There 

are more than 30 cellar doors within a 15 minute 

drive from each other. Visit Sevenhill Winery, 

where early Jesuit settlers founded the cellars in 

the mid-nineteenth century. Hire a bicycle or walk 

the 25km Riesling Trail that follows the former 

railway line between Auburn and Clare. It is an 

ideal way to see the valley, explore its heritage 

and visit cellar doors, art studios and attractions. 

The 19th century village of Mintaro has been 

preserved as a heritage area and is famous for its 

grey slate that is used for the world�s best billiard 

tables, as well as most of the buildings in the area. 

Adelaide to Clare Valley: 136km, 2 hours

This journey leads through the 
rolling hills that separate the beautiful 
valleys that make up the Clare wine region 
and through the start of the magni�cent 
Flinders Ranges.

DAY 2 (Day 1 – if travelling from Broken Hill)

If you�re travelling from Broken Hill, you could 

head straight to Wilmington, stopping in at 

Maggie�s Rendezvous CafØ in Orroroo.

Travel to Wilpena via Melrose, the oldest town in 

the Flinders Ranges. It has a beautiful setting at the 

foot of Mount Remarkable (which is surrounded 

by national park). Be sure to stop at the North Star 

Hotel for a drink or bite to eat. Continue north to 

the former railway town of Quorn and join a Pichi 

Richi Camel Tour through this inspiring landscape. 

Then travel on to Wilpena Pound, where the 

mountain ranges open out into an enormous 

natural amphitheatre, rimmed with peaks and 

lined with native pine forest. The Pound has 

breathtaking scenery, rich Aboriginal and European 

history, wildlife and walking trails. Wilpena Pound 

Resort and Rawnsley Park Station are ideal 

accommodation bases next to Wilpena Pound.
