National Park.

DAY 1 
Explore Moonta, Kadina and Wallaroo � the 

three historic copper mining towns that 

make up the Copper Triangle. So much of 

their 19th century heritage is intact that they 

are a rare treasure. Moonta Mines Museum 

gives you an understanding of the sheer size 

of the copper mining operation. At Moonta 

Bay, try your luck �shing off the jetty or take 

a stroll along the beach. Port Hughes, near 

Moonta, will soon be home to a Greg Norman 

designed golf course. Finish your �rst day 

with fresh �sh and chips as you watch the 

sun set over the gulf. Spend the night at 

Moonta Bay.
