MURRAY
RIVER

There s 650 kilometres
of the Murray River

in South Australia.

Its broad channel
spreads into sleepy
billabongs and
sprawling ood plains.

It creates mazes of wetlands and towards its end,
wide lakes and a windy estuary. It s responsible
for some of Australias most impressive scenery:
cinematic backdrops of ochre cliffs, graceful and
ancient river red gums and secluded beaches.

This journey departs from Adelaide and gives you a
good taste of the river, with room to take a cruise and
get a feel for the waterways. To drive the whole length
is a grand adventure start at Goolwa on the Fleurieu
Peninsula or at Renmark in the Riverland.
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DAY 1

Head to Murray Bridge and Mannum from
Adelaide via the South Eastern Freeway. Drop
in at Monarto Zoo for a safari experience.

If you are traveling on a Monday or Friday,
meet the MV Expedition at Woodlane
Reserve (20km south of Mannum) on Fridays,
or Mannum on Mondays, for a 15 hour
morning tea cruise along the Murray River.
After the cruise, explore the historic river

port of Mannum. Learn about river history

at the Mannum Dock Museum, browse in
the antique and craft stores and enjoy a
picnic at the riverfront reserve. Cross the
river on the vehicle ferry and follow the

river north to Swan Reach stop for a drink
at the hotel and relish its wonderful river
views. At Blanchetown, try a drop of wine

at Burk Salter Wines before joining the Sturt
Highway to Waikerie. Spend the night in this
picturesque town you can even sleep on the
water on the moored Waikerie Murray River
Queen paddlewheeler.
