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MELBOURNE TO
ADELAIDE VIA THE 
GREAT OCEAN ROAD
Once of the most fabulous ways to arrive in South 
Australia is via the Great Ocean Road. It brings you 
to the Limestone Coast region of South Australia 
– famed for its wine, caves and lovely beaches. 

DAY 1
Depart Melbourne and begin your day in Geelong. 

The waterfront has plenty of �ne restaurants and 

a yacht club marina. Head west onto the Great 

Ocean Road, visiting the famous sur�ng towns 

of Torquay and Bells Beach. Explore the beach 

town of Lorne, �lled with restaurants, cafØs and 

stylish accommodation and further west, Apollo 

Bay, a quiet �shing village and gateway to Otway 

National Park.

Melbourne to Lorne: 145km, 2 hours

Melbourne to Apollo Bay: 190km, 

2 hours 40 minutes

DAY 2
Brie�y leave the coast to drive through the 

grand forests of the Otway Ranges. Stop and 

walk through the rainforest at Maits Rest. Back 

on the coast road, see the magni�cent Twelve 

Apostles, the world-famous rock towers that 

thrust up out of the ocean. Visit Logan�s Beach 

between May and October to see Southern Right 

Whales. Step back in time in Port Fairy with its 

old whitewashed cottages, quaint shops and 

a pub on nearly every corner! 

Lorne to Port Fairy: 183km, 3 hours 20 minutes

Apollo Bay to Port Fairy: 150km, 

2 hours 40 minutes

DAY 3
Follow the coastline to South Australia and go 

on the seal cruise at Cape Bridgewater. Across 

the coast, take a drive through the southern rock 

lobster capital of Australia � Port Macdonnell. 

Then travel on to Mount Gambier and see the 

mysterious Blue Lake that changes colour from 

blue-grey to cobalt blue between November 

and March each year. Explore the Umpherston 

Sinkhole and Englebrecht Cave beneath the city�s 

streets before driving to Penola. Explore this 

charming historic town, walk along Petticoat Lane 

and learn about Blessed Mary MacKillop, who is 

on the way to being Australia�s �rst saint. 

Port Fairy to Penola: 290km, 

3 hours 30 minutes
