Travel to Echuca through the Macedon 

Ranges and Spa Country. Daylesford and 

Hepburn Springs are known for their mineral 

baths and waters, so take a break from the 

road to enjoy one of the many spa treatments 

and pool facilities.

Melbourne to Echuca: 205km, 3 hours

Murray River, Renmark, Riverland



DAY 2
One of Victoria�s oldest river towns, Echuca has �ne 

examples of ornate architecture and you�ll be able to 

see the paddle steamers crawling their way along the 

river. Continue on to Swan Hill and visit the Pioneer 

Settlement for a glimpse of life on the river during the 

height of the paddle steamer era. From Swan Hill, 

follow the signs to Mildura. Set on the banks of the 

Murray River, Mildura is a rich agricultural area made 

famous by local chef Stefano de Pieri.

Echuca to Mildura: 368km, 5 hours

Albury to Mildura: 551km, 6 hours 30 minutes

DAY 3
Today you�ll cross the border into South Australia�s 

Riverland. There are many towns to explore, such 

as Waikerie, Barmera, Renmark and Berri, where 

the region�s fruit industry is on show at the many 

roadside stalls. Houseboating and water sports 

are favourite activities along the Murray River as is 

golf � and the excellent local courses all welcome 

visitors for a round (or just a drink and a meal). For 

the green thumbs, visit Ruston Roses in Renmark 
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
