PERTH TO

ADELAIDE
VIA THE

NULLARBOR PLAIN

DAY 1

From Perth, head south through Mandurah to the
renowned Margaret River Wine region. Visit some
of the amazing cellar doors or explore some of
the stunning coastal scenery of the area.

Perth to Margaret River: 288km, 3 hours

DAY 2

The route to Albany from Margaret River is
spectacular, as the road winds through the tall
timber country. You Il travel through the quaint
towns of Pemberton, where you can climb the
Gloucester Tree, and Denmark, on the picturesque
Denmark River. Make sure you also stop at
Walpole for the Valley of the Giants Walk, and

the stunning Green Pools Beach, just before you
reach Denmark.

Margaret River to Albany: 380km,
4 hours 45 minutes

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DAY 3

Spend this morning exploring the picturesque and
historic whaling town of Albany before heading

to Esperance, the beautiful coastal town known
for its brilliant white beaches. Take the inland
route via Stirling Ranges National Park and enjoy
a bushwalk or just admire the majestic ranges.

Albany to Esperance: 500km, 6 hours

DAY 4

Spend today exploring the stunning beaches
around Esperance before hitting the road
north to Norseman. Cape Le Grand National
Park has some of the most spectacular white
sandy beaches you will ever see. For the more
adventurous, climb to the top of Frenchmans
Peak for panoramic views of the area.

Esperance to Cape Le Grand: 50km each way,
45 minutes

Esperance to Norseman: 206km,
2 hours 30 minutes
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DAY 5 and ensure a good night s rest before tackling
the Nullarbor. Make sure you visit the old Eucla

It may seem like a high kilometre count, but for Telegraph Station ruins just outside of Eucla.

this section, the roads are long and straight and,
for much of the drive, there are few reasons

to stop. Eucla is the last stop before you cross
the isolation of the Nullarbor Plain, so stop here

Norseman to Eucla: 710km,
7 hours 30 minutes
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DAY 6

Today you Il drive one of the straightest stretches
of bitumen in the world, across the incredible
Nullarbor Plain. From Eucla, stop at some of
the many lookouts for spectacular views of

the Nullarbor Cliffs. At Head of Bight, (just

12 kilometres by sealed road from the Eyre
Highway), take a short stroll to a boardwalk

for spectacular views of the great Australian
Bight stretching into the distance. Between
June and October, you re likely to see Southern
Right Whales frolicking with their calves in the
water below. Take a detour to Fowlers Bay for
spectacular coastal scenery, and shifting sand

dunes that are perfect for hiking or sand-boarding.

Eucla to Ceduna: 500km, 5 hours

OPTION 1 — Follow the coast
DAY 7

The Seafood and Beyond Rewards Card is a
fantastic way to discover the avours of the
region and the innovations of the locals. Collect
the card at the Ceduna Visitor Information Centre
and use the trail to map your route along the
coast to Port Lincoln. Visitors should stop at Baird
Bay and take part in a tour to swim with the sea
lions and dolphins. As tours generally run early
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in the morning, an overnight stay at Streaky Bay
or Baird Bay is recommended. A detour through
the picturesque seaside town of Cof n Bay and
its beautiful national park is also worthwhile. Port
Lincoln is on the shores of Boston Bay, three
times the size of Sydney Harbour and famous
for its clear, clean, beautiful blue water.

Ceduna to Port Lincoln: 402km, 5 hours

DAY 8

Spend at least a day in Port Lincoln, before
travelling up the east coast to Whyalla. In Port
Lincoln, choose from marina tours, shing
charters, 4WD safaris, sh processing tours,
swim with tuna tours and even cage diving with
great white sharks. At Lucky Bay near Cowell, the
Sea SA car and passenger ferry departs for the
Yorke Peninsula see page 25.

Port Lincoln to Whyalla: 266km, 3 hours

DAY 9

Today s drive takes you down to Adelaide via the
picturesque southern Flinders Ranges and Clare
Valley. Stop at the historic town of Melrose, and
have a bite to eat at the historic North Star Hotel.
Explore Alligator Gorge in Mount Remarkable
National Park. Continuing south, stop at a
winery or two in the Clare Valley before reaching
