ADELAIDE TO ALICE
SPRINGS + DARWIN -

DAY 1

From Adelaide head north to Port Augusta.
Known as where the Outback meets the sea,
Port Augusta is the crossroads of Australia and
starting point for any trip into the Flinders Ranges
and Outback regions. Wadlata Outback Centre

is a great starting point for your holiday enjoy
its interactive displays about the history. The
Australian Arid Lands Botanic Gardens offer a
fascinating insight into the survival of ora and
fauna in this harsh arid habitat (and has terri ¢
views of the ranges). You can also take a cruise
to the top of Spencer Gulf, for spectacular cliff
and Flinders Ranges scenery, or hire a canoe and
meet the local dolphin population.

Adelaide to Port Augusta: 305km,
3 hours 30 minutes.
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DAY 2

Drive north to Coober Pedy today via Woomera,
and take a side trip into Roxby Downs and
Andamooka. Roxby Downs was built to support
the Olympic Dam mine (one of the world s
largest mines producing gold, silver, copper

and uranium). Take a surface mine tour here to
understand the enormous scale of operations.
Nearby Andamooka, famous for its high quality
opal, is a frontier town with a quirky Australian
feel. Woomera was established in 1947 as a
site for launching experimental rockets, and

was restricted to the public until 1982. Today,
attractions include Woomera Heritage Centre and
the adjacent Missile Park that displays examples
of rockets, aircraft and weapons associated with
the testing range. Enjoy a drink or meal at the
retro Eldo Hotel in Woomera.

Port Augusta to Coober Pedy: 536km, 6 hours

Woomera to Roxby Downs: 83km, 50 minutes
(one way)
